I herewith submit the annual farm statement for the year ending March 31st, 
1911. The season although cold at first was very favourable for the growth of 
crops, particularly hay and grain, which on upland yielded a splendid crop. The 
acreage however was limited on account of not having sufficient ploughing done 
the previous fall. A great part of the fall ploughing was done on the marsh, but 
owing to the dykes breaking, this land was under water until nearly the middle 
of June. It is unnecessary to state that the crop there, was a failure. 

The cattle were turned out to pasture in very fair condition, and did well until 
mid-summer, when owing to drought and the large number grazing together, the 
pasture became exhausted, and the cattle got thin. The milch cows were fed in 
-the barn morning and night with green corn fodder, and mixed grain cut green, 
from the first of August; and later this fodder was carried to the pasture and fed 
to the' young cattle, until early in September, when they were all taken to the barn 
and fed full rations. - 

The fall was dry and suitable for all kinds of farm work. A gang of men were 
kept at work ditching on the marsh, some 2,500 rods were cut before being stopped 
by the frost. We also got a good deal of ploughing done including about 32 acres 
of marsh, besides the usual amount of upland, and started to break in a rough field 
of 25 acres, which we hope to get finished and under crop this spring.

To the Warden:— 

I have the honour to submit my report as farm instructor of this penitentiary, 
for the year ended March 31st, 1911. 

Owing to the dry weather in the months of June, July and August, and part 
of September, of last year, the crops on the farm did not mature as they should 
have done, especially the root and potato crops, the latter being practically a 
failure. This is the first year for some time that we did not grow enough potatoes 
for our own use. 

The piggery has been re-stocked since the attack of hog cholera which com-
pelled us last year to kill our whole herd of pigs. We have now on hand a good 
supply of healthy young pigs and more sows coming in, which will give us from 
now on, sufficient pork for the prison consumption. 

The new piece of land adjoining the deputy-warden's residence has been cleared 
and a wire fence put around it. It is now under cultivation and should produce a 
good crop. 

The farm being on the hill side and the soil of a sandy nature, requires a good 
deal of manure, and some means should be provided to procure more than we are 
getting. I think it would be advisable, as soon as possible, to clear ,  drain and fence 
one of the blocks of land belonging to the penitentiary, at the baci of the present 
fence, so as to be able to put it under cultivation, as owing to the rapid increase 
in the prison population, I am afraid that we shall not be able in the near future 
to produce enough crop from the present cleared portion of the farm for our own 
use.
